Letters and cards are received by them that read llke this "Please
-gend me a verification card" They say that they are glad to send ocut the
verie cards but they like to make the verlfication card mean scmething.
Although we ask for return postage,many Cards have been sent ocut where
podtage wes not enclosed, The writer of this letter states that he, per-
sonally will not send ocut a verie eecrd unless endugh of the proegram mat-
erial 15 included,so he can tell that his station was acetually heard.
Yet, he says several have asked [or cards in the lest few munths without
mentloning any of the program except in oneg case the call lotters were
mentioned, and naturally we give our c¢all. One DXer sent soveral follow-
up letters for a verie card., I finally vrote him with a suggested form
to follow,snd he wrote back practicslly demanding the card on the basis
of his ®"Qriginal LKeport® Now if you heve a publicetion, could you put
in an atticle explaining our stand? Incidentally the porson sentioned
above did not get the card. But a few more like that and the poor engin-
eering staff will just send the cards out rether than enter into pro-
tracted correspondsnce end wind up with a vexed person on the other end.
As a matter of fact,myself snd one third class operator keep this full
time station on the alr and write our own letters, we have seven employ=-
eed in all, before the war we used z3. Nobody!s fussing about the extra
work,but we certalnly hunt the ecsiest way to do anything.

If it comes to the sttention of the Board of Directors, of
the NMationsl Radio Club that one or any of 1ts members resort to any of
the tactlcs as mentioned in the above can and willl be dismlissed from the
National Radlio Club. This practice is deliberately HURTING the DXing
gamne, EVERY DX CLUB and can ruin our swell hobby.

Lastly if a verie 1is not forthceoming within a
reasonable length of time, UDONE WHITE A SHAPPY LETTER or CARD but drop
that station a card and ask very politely if they will recheck to 8¢g
if your report was ulslaild or overlooked, giving them the date-time of
your resport to them. I am sure that this will get a lot better resulta
than any other way. ALl radle statlons are working siwort handed soc give
them plenty of time before you do write that follow-up, Ray Edge.
